The theme was "The Finish 
Line, Racing to Glory" and the convention left us all raring to go! The presence of the Lord 
was undeniably with us from the first prayer until the benediction. It was clear that much 
prayer had been offered up to the Lord in anticipation of the gathering as the speakers; the 
prayers and the songs were anointed. The programme was jam -packed and we thank the 
Lord that under his leading, the convention was a huge success.
